Maryland Disability Law Center is building a head of steam around Rosewood closure! They released a report of Rosewood Center at a press conference on Feb. 1 organized by the DD Coalition to coincide with the DDA Budget hearing.

VOR and a Rosewood family testified in support of Rosewood, citing ongoing "tons and tons" of problems in community group homes.
